World Wide Web (WWW)

The World Wide Web (or Web) is a collection of documents, or Web sites,
that can be accessed using the Internet and a Web browser. The Web is
home to millions of Web sites, set up by businesses, agencies,
institutions, individuals, and others.

Uniform Resource Locator (URL)

The address of a web site. This is what is after the "http://" on the
address bar on your browser.

What are domains?

Domains divide World Wide Web sites into categories based on the nature
of their owner, and they form part of a site's address, or uniform resource
locator (URL). Common top-level domains are:

.com & for commercial enterprises
.org o8 for nonprofit organizations
.net 8 for networks

.edu o for educational institutions

What is a web browser?

Software program used to display the World Wide Web and often the
Internet in general. Examples include Internet Explorer, Mozilla Firefox,
Opera, Safari and Google Chrome.

What is a web site?

A collection of pages on the World Wide Web that are accessible from the
same URL and typically residing on the same server.

What is a web page?

A single page in a website, together with any referenced images or text
often hyperlinked to other web pages.

address of the site you want to visit in the address bar. You r home page
stays open in the first tab. Closing tabs is as easy as opening them. Just
click the close button that appears on the right side of the selected
tab.

Using Search Engines

HOw TO READ A SEARCH RESULT

1. The title: The first line of any search result is the title of the
webpage.

2. The snippet: A description of or an excerpt from the webpage.
3. The URL: The webpage's address.

4. Cached link: A link to an earlier version of this page. Click here if
the page you wanted isn't available.

KEYWORD SEARCH

Enter keywords in the query box on the search engine:
